Formigal is a ski resort located in the municipality of
Sallent de Géllego. It consists of a residential com-
plex attached to the Aramoén Formigal ski station,
which boasts the largest ski area in Spain and is lo-
cated just a few kilometres from the French border.

The local church, built in the Upper Aragonese Moza-
rab style is today located in the winter ski station of

the waters of the Escarra and Géllego rivers, right in
the Tena Valley, the village of Escarilla is considered
one of the most beautiful corners in the area.
