atural Park of

here this trail ends.

lbatarrec, passing under

area. Further on, the trail com
es to an end at the con-

fluence of Sèquia de Torres w

olls de Rufea. This section, surrounded by ripa-
rian vegetation and a sm

vate poplar groves and crop fields to the right.

2d.	Further on there is a resting area by the w
ater of the la-

goon com
plex of Rufea that then continues tow

ard a 
concrete w

alkw
ay, allow

ing passage to the other side of 
the Segre River bank or to keep going along the sam

e 
bank. Behind us w

e w
ill discover a beautiful panoram

ic 
view

 of the city of Lleida.

2e.	The trail finally arrives at a fork w
here it continues along the

cant ecological and social interest located near the

hapel of Butsènit, halfw

ay betw
een La  M

itjana 

and the U
txesa reservoir.

This im
portant w

etland w
as form

ed as a consequen-

ce of the consistent aggregate extraction developed 

in the area until the 1980s. The excavated w
ells and 

pits soon prom
pted the appearance of lagoons, sin-

ce the groundw
ater table is very close to the surface.

The space, very deteriorated by past extraction ac-

tivity, has been restored w
ith riparian vegetation 

such as poplars, ash trees and alder trees that have 

recolonised the prim
eval environm

ent dotted w
ith 

holes and debris.

The Rufea w
etland area is part of the Riu N

ature 

Trail w
hich runs through the rural area of Lleida, 

connecting spaces high in natural and hum
an value 

w
ith w

ater, m
aking it the m

ain feature of the jour-

ney and therefore  the m
ost im

portant ecological 

corridor in the area.
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
